Guidelines for Students and Parents:
1. Students and guests are required to take school-arranged transportation to the Prom and to return to NCDS at the end of the Prom by way of school-arranged transportation.  Buses will leave NCDS at 6:15 PM and will return to NCDS at approximately 11:30 PM. 

Students and guests will not be admitted to the Prom unless they arrive via school–
arranged transportation.

2. Once someone enters, he/she may not leave and re-enter.
3. Any girl or boy whose appearance or behavior is such that chaperones suspect that alcohol or drugs have been used will be removed from the dance.  Parents will be phoned and instructed to pick up their child and the school’s disciplinary policy will be enforced.
4. Parents and faculty will act as chaperones.
5. The school encourages parents to be thoroughly informed about their daughter’s plans for activities before and after the prom.  We urge you to call other parents if they are hosting a party and to inquire about chaperones and plans for the party. We remind parents that serving alcohol to minors is against the law.  If you are the host of the party and a student has been drinking, we urge you to phone the student's parents.  As the host of the party, you are taking responsibility not only for your child, but also for all the children in attendance.
6. The school realizes that the use of limousines, buses or recreational vehicles as a means of transportation after the prom is very popular.  We continue to urge caution when engaging these forms of transportation and we reserve the right to search vehicles, especially if a student’s behavior is such that the chaperones suspect the presence of alcoholic beverages or drugs within these vehicles.  Group transportation does provide the opportunity for one person or a small group to create a negative tone for the evening.  If alcohol or other drugs are present, the whole group faces the consequences.  If you sign for the group transportation, you are responsible.  As you know, this is a substantial responsibility.
7. There will be no smoking.
8. The school is not responsible for any lost items.
